· We still have to pay for the leavers’ hoodies once ordered by Gaynor

· Bank account change
· SB and RM discussed whether to keep the money raised from the Smarties challenge on site in the safe or deposit it and incur the charges. They decided to pay it in to not keep the amount of cash on school site and so we have incurred the charges for this. This is the main reason why we are looking into changing bank accounts.
· RM has done some research into finding a new bank account for us that won’t involve charges for depositing money or incurring a monthly fee. She has looked at Natwest Community bank account, Metro and Co-op.
· We need to vote on whether or not we want to change to a new bank account – Co-op seems to be the best suited as they don’t charge a monthly fee or charge for depositing money and cheques. RM will double check the finer details.
· We discussed whether we go completely cashless to avoid cash deposits but then thought about what we would do about donation sales and ice cream/hot chocolate sales amongst other cash events. 
· Everyone voted YES to change bank accounts from Lloyds to Co-op banking.

· Summer fair
· Raffle – 2 prizes confirmed so far - Everyman Cinema (£30), Hamper from M&S (£35). SJ shared that she had contacted The White Hart pub and they will get back to her once they are open again. We have a Warwick racecourse voucher left from the Christmas Fair. AMB to ask Mansell Farm for a voucher SW to put a post on Reach app and on socials to advertise for raffle prizes from local businesses.
· Non-uniform for Tombola – we will have this on Friday 22nd May (SJ to create a poster)
· Stalls update – We have confirmed: a face painter who has agreed to charge £5 for face paint and £2 for a glitter tattoo and to give us 5% of her takings. Shipston First Responders (no charge) and a Slushy drinks seller. So far we have 2 car boots confirmed.
· We will do an ice cream, cream teas and refreshments stall, teddy tombola, tombola, splat the rat (?), Beat the goaly (?), splat the teacher (?), 0% Pimms included in the refreshments, 50 sausage rolls done by Bex (selling for £3 each) given to us to sell at the café. She will let us know how much it’ll cost her to make them and we will reimburse accordingly. LJ to make 30 scones and SW will also make 30 scones. We discussed maybe using Paper pots for jam and clotted cream? AMB will ask J if she can get any jams or jam jars from Ettington Park Hotel (place of work).
· Raffle tickets – Do we do paper or Raffall (online tickets)? Tickets for the Christmas Fair totalled £75.82 including delivery for 2000 tickets. We have all agreed on using paper raffle tickets from Raffle Tickets 4U. We have all agreed on selling them for £2 per ticket.
· KJ has suggested enquiring about parking in the field by the Rectory (find out who owns this field to see if we can use it for parking for the Summer Fair) 
· Token system – To be discussed at next meeting.


· Shed for storage
· A suggestion of purchasing a shed for use by the PTFA and the school. We still have the cupboard down at the Newbold Site, however, for ease it might be worth thinking about storing uniform and teas/coffee boxes in the shed at Tredington. SW find out pricing and measurements.

· Father’s Day gifts
· SW has discussed making mugs with transfers, shrink wrapped keyrings, scrabble letters picture frames, wooden signs etc for the workshop. 
· We will charge £4 for gifts, workshop and chocolate bar (SW has seen £1.20 per bar in Aldi which is a chunky cookies and cream type). Research if we can get chocolate donated to us from a local shop or where we can buy at a good deal. 
· Father’s Day letters to be done by half term.

· Someone special event?
· Instead of a separate Mother’s Day and Father’s Day event.
· We discussed that this event would be too close to the summer fair and picnic on the field so maybe we could do a ‘Welcome to the new school year’ social in September?

· Summer disco 
· We think that it will be too light to have a disco so maybe postpone until the Autumn term.

· AOB
· New mugs for Reception parents (tissues, biscuits, tea and coffee in). we need 11 in total. PTFA members to give out first thing in the morning on the first day back to school.
· Circus event for the picnic on the field (16th July). KJ has looked into this and spoken with someone who can offer circus skills and equipment for children to have a go. For 3 hours and 1 performer it’ll cost £420. We are thinking that this is too much and will decline this offer. We are looking at alternatives but definitely not a bouncy castle as this was a safety risk last year. SW will get the ice cream van and contact Plush pizza.
